nonprofits organizations.

I 
hope this will strengthen and give the ability for some of our businesses to pull through these 
tough times.”  

The City of Marysville has committed up to $75,000 in one-time funds to create a temporary 

Small Business Emergency Economic Relief Fund. The fund will be administered by the Yuba-

Sutter Economic Development Corporation (YSEDC) and will offer local qualified businesses a 0% 

interest loan of up to $10,000. Loans will be issued on a first-come, first-serve basis. Applications 

will be accepted starting at 8AM on Friday, May 15, 2020 until grant funds are exhausted.
